Item 1 – Focus of SER
Those present proposed what they thought the aims of SER should be. Based on discussion it was agreed that the Sexuality Education Roundtable would focus on sexuality education across the lifespan, with and for diverse communities in Aotearoa New Zealand. 
Item 2 - Aims of the SER
1. Supporting , educating and networking amongst SER participants;

2. Initiating, influencing and disseminating relevant, high quality community-responsive research;


3. Providing evidence-based advice and guidance related to sexuality education in order to strengthen research, policy and programmes (Christie, please amend as you see fit?);

4. Building the credibility and profile of sexuality education across a broad range of sites

Item 3 – Principles of SER
There was some discussion about what the underlying principles should be that guide the work of SER. Some participants suggested that recognition of the Treaty-based position of tangata whenua is important. Other participants suggested that the term ‘community’ should be examined so that we can be sure that we are including all of the diverse communities of Aotearoa New Zealand. Brian will send out a questionnaire to assist us to think about what sorts of principles might underlie the aims of SER.
